Lesson Introduction: (State what students will be learning and how this strategy will
help them better understand the content)

Non-fiction writers such as those that write textbooks organize information in ways
called text structure patterns according to their purpose. Information that you read in
textbooks, magazine articles, on-line and in other reference materials is often structured
in one of five main ways. Knowing how text is structured helps you organize your
thinking as you read and as you write. Recognizing the structure of the text will allow
you to use it when you summarize..

Today we’re going to be learning about one of the ways authors organize information, in
a sequence or time order. Authors often use this text structure when they are sharing
information about key events in the life of one person, when describing historical events,
or when describing the sequence of steps for a project.




Provide a brief description of how you will teach the lesson:
1. What are the signal words you are sharing with students? Signal words for
sequence/time order from the sequence/time order chart. Particularly these
words: first, second, third, next, then, when, eventually, dates, time of day, years.

I will also explain the following: Signal words are often used, but sometimes the
author only hints at the pattern rather than using the signal words to identify

the text structure directly. Other times, the author will use text features, such as
chapter titles, section titles, graphs and charts, especially time lines, to help the
reader determine that a selection is using the text structure of sequence or time
order.

2. What is the print resource (article, text book, passage from non-fiction book,
magazine article, EBSCO article, etc)I will be using to model? Attach copy.

3. Which summary frame will you use? I will be using the sequence question
frame and the sequence summary paragraph frame. I will explain to students that
the summary frame helps me to organize my thinking around the key events that
the author threads through the passage.
